ART ALONG THE CREEK: Restoring Land, Restoring 

Lives will be held Memorial Day weekend, May 29, 30, 

and 31, 2010 along Mission Creek (across from Rocky 

Nook Park) to benefit habitat restoration along the creek.  

 

Artists may submit landscape, paintings of buildings and 

interiors, floral and still life, portraits, figurative, abstract, 

surreal, symbolic, and “outsider art.”  Painting, drawing, 

collage, assemblage, and sculpture may be submitted, and 

hand pulled prints will be allowed, but no giclées or digital 

reproductions or prints please.  (Sculptures must have own 

stands.) The theme is Restoration and a special focus will 

be on paintings of Mission Creek and landscapes depicting 

restoration (and restorative) sites, as well as restorative 

images of an introspective or imaginative nature. 

 

Ingathering is Saturday, May 29, 10-12 at the location of 

the show.  Park in Rocky Nook Park, walk over the bridge, 

and take the path along the creek on Mountain Drive. Ribbons and monetary prizes totaling $500 or 

more will be awarded in multiple categories, including best depiction of theme.  Sales at this show 

have been great the past two years. 

 

This is a SCAPE show and artists may join SCAPE at the ingathering.  Dues are $35.  Ingathering 

fees are $10 per painting and $25 for three paintings. No limit on number of entries. This is a good 

opportunity to exhibit big paintings such as might be selected for Cottage Hospital. However, large 

works under glass are restricted to a maximum of 45”x32” and those that are excessively heavy will 

not be hung (because this is a multi-day show, works must be taken down and stored each evening, 

and the extra weight becomes a burden on our volunteers). Paintings must be wired and ready to 

hang.  Juror will be Mr. Fedderson of Corridan Gallery. 

 

The show will be juried, curated, and hung on Saturday, May 29. There will be preview of the show 

at 4:00 and a gala reception from 5 to 7.  There will be music and refreshments and prizes, including 

a “People’s Choice” award for which the artist must be present to win. Come to the reception and 

bring your family and friends! We welcome volunteers for Ingathering, Set up and Take down, Art 

Demos, and Sales.

This promises to be a wonderful and highly instructive 

experience. Here is David’s description of the Indoor 

experience:  

Much of an artist's finest work is done in the studio. 

 While a good, quick sketch is indeed a beautiful thing, 

it's not often accomplished in the short time available in 

the field, nor under such demanding conditions as may 

await you outdoors.  Often, it is how we finish the work 

once we have it in the studio that shows our true 

intentions for the work.  Drawing can be refined, color 

freshened and mixed more meticulously, and subtext can 

become paramount without the demands of changing 

light, blowing winds, and all of the other imperfections 

of the outdoor studio.  Yet, most plein air instruction 

ignores this vital aspect of creating finished work.  I strive to give, in five short days, a good overall 

instruction on the path and process of creating work of a quality that will endure and inspire. 

 

I will be doing a lot of demonstrating indoors, and this is where I really create a good classroom 

environment that can be used for the most efficient transfer of information possible.  Group 

discussions will be led and all questions taken.  Here, we can discuss subtext, personal paths/voices, 

the essence of great art, and advanced ideas on art theory and philosophy.  These are the subjects 

that often elude the technically proficient painter, and separate the good artist from the great. 

 Outdoors, we will try to capture our inspiration.  Indoors, we will try to make it Art. 

  

I am very sorry to only have five days with this group, when there is so much to be learned and 

explored. I promise to do my very best for each attending artist to move them as many steps forward 

as I can in such a short time.  If there is anything I can do for any student to make this the best 

workshop they've ever had, please let me know and I'll do my best to accommodate their request.”
